











A SAINT’S LIFE

Instead of writing about a saint this
month, I thought I would share some his-
torical documents with you.

The Book of Deer is a beautifully illumi-
nated work that I came across while re-
searching Celtic Orthodoxy (early Christi-
anity). The following is taken from the

website I found:

The Book of Deer is, arguably, one of the
most ancient and most important treas-
ures of Alba! ...the book itself, its con-
nection with the early monastery of Deer
is unquestionable and more of its history is told elsewhere. It is of a small but
rather wide 8vo form of eighty-six folios (twenty of which are illustrated here).
It contains the Gospel of St John and portions of the other three Gospels; a frag-
ment of an office for the Visitation of the sick, the Apostle's Creed; and a char-
ter of King David I to the clerics of Deer. The notices in Gaelic of grants made

to the monastery of Deer are written on blank pages or on the margins. These
texts are thought to be the oldest examples of Gaelic writing from Alba still to
be in existence in the world - hence their preeminent importance to the Scottish
nation!

The Book of Kells is another beautifully illuminated work. It is well
known, but still worth another look. The following is from the website at:

As best we can determine, the Book of Kells was copied by hand and
illurninated by monks around the year 800 A.D. Although it was probably be-
gun on the island of Iona, between Scotland and Ireland, its name is derived
from the Abbey of Kells, in the Irish Midlands, where it was kept from at least
the 9th century to 1541. One theory has it that portions of the book were made
at Kells, after Viking raids on Iona forced the monaster); to retreat to the more
isolated location, is uncertain.

Just a quick note from the Craftsman's guild to let everyone know what is going
on and to encourage people to come and play with us....

We met on the Ist and 15th of April and made leather bottles hardened with
beeswax as our first project. Lord Ulrich has written up a description of the
process s0 anyone who missed the class will be able to try one on their own.

When put to a vote everyone decided to do soapstone / pewter casting for our
next project which lord Val Bjorn will be teaching. We will be doing leather
arm guards for archery at a later meeting .(apologies to anyone to whom I have
misinformed ) It was also decided to purchase materials in advance and then
have kits ready for this project so soapstone blanks and pewter will be available
for a small price; $5-$10 depending on the size of your project and the price of
the pewter, it may even be less. If you wish to bring your own materials you
are welcome to, but be aware we are only doing small "metal bits" for belts
and buckles or jewelry , so don't plan on anything too big.

It was also decided to have meetings every other Monday instead of the 1st and
3rd Mondays of the month so the next meeting will be in two weeks on the
29th of April.

If you'd like to come , we are meeting at Lord Val Bjorn and Lady Rosamonde's
house (Richard and Kathy Vinson ) at 2704 Sugar Cane Dr. in Nampa.

NEEDLEWORK GUILD

Now is your chance to fly your colors!

We will be learning the history of heraldic and decorative flags. We will be de-
signing and sewing these custom creations to be used at upcoming events of Arn
Hold and the Kingdom. All are encouraged to try their hand; those with experi-
ence and samples may bring them and can make another. Decorative banners
were called “gonfalons” or “gonfannons” and the bearer of this flag was called a
“gonfalonier.” It was used for various purposes, chiefly decoration. Many were
used for ecclesiastical ceremonies and for processions. Pennons, standards, ban-
ners, oriflammes, guidons, and gonfalons can also be used at campsites. The pen-
noncelle is a long, narrow streamer, usually single-pointed, and frequently flown
from the masts of ships. It looks great (and is period) flown from atop pavilions
and tents.

Please bring main fabrics and any special designs you might have, as well as any
pictures or source you've seen/used to the meetings for inspiration. Some will
be provided at this class.

You can do your own hand sewing... but this is a great time to wake up that lazy
“sewing slave” and put those decorative stitches to work — some are period, so
let’s use those.

We will be meeting from 7 — 9 PM at Jefferson Elementary School, 200 So.
Latah, Boise, on May 7 and 21. The public is also invited, as usual. This might be
a good time to introduce someone to the

SCA.

Joust a ‘Plaisance Joust of Peace
May 18, 2002

According to 15% century accounts, a Joust & Plaisance was held for the pleasure both of
the knights themselves and of the gathered ladies in the gallery. It was created for
friendly combat betwecen mounted martial peers. Before noon, on a given day in May,
the knights entered the field for a debut beseeching their ladies, whose favors they
wore, for attention and approval. Then came the jousting until late afternoon or when
the heralds would cry out “lostel 4 lostel.” The ladies did then present to the best a dia-
mond, the next a ruby and the third a sapphire, followed by great revel.

Although we SCA equestrians, all nobles indeed, will not joust in full contact, we will
recreate this tournament in current times with opportunities for all to demonstrate skill
at arms in mounted military tests. The requirements to enter and compete follow.
Equestrians shall come before their consorts and the Baron and Baroness of Arn Hold in
review. In addition to prizes for first, second and third best scores, the Baron and Bar-
oness will select their newest Baronial Equestrian Champion.

A Rapier Champion and the Baronesses Champion will also be selected this day. In addi-
tion, armored fighters will test their spears over a barrier and archers their aim at a
moving target. Classes will be added to the daily schedule (see website) too. Children’s
games are planned. Lunch will be on site. No pets. No feast. And, rumors of a very
suitable After Revel abound.

Fees are:$5 for
members, §6 for non-members, children under 12 yrs $2.50, babes in arms free... $25
family max.

time. He also wrote in a style know as musica reservata in which the music
reflects the meaning of the text. For example, if the text refers to
heaven, the notes might ascend.

Clement Jannequin, French (1475-1560)
Jannequin was well known for his amorous chansons. One of his more
famous songs was Le chant des oiseaux (The Song of the Bird) in which the

music imitates bird-song.

CHAMPION’S CORNER

THE DEAD, WHITE GUYS, PART II

Many disciplines (music, art, teaching, etc.) have a group of luminaries that
have left their mark on the history of their particular discipline. These groups
tend to be predominantly white males, thus, the reference: "Dead, White
Guys." This series will explore the Dead, White Guys of Medieval and Ren-

aissance music.

The 15th Century

Gilles Binshois, Burgundian (1400-1460)

Binshois was famous for his Burgundian Chansons (songs). Not only was he a
successful composer, but he also managed to combine his music career with a
successful military career.

Guillaume Dufay, Burgundian (1400-1474)

This composer was known for his 4-part, cantus firmus masses. These are
sacred works which use a cantus firmus (a melody, usually a plain chant) as
one of the parts (usually the tenor) with other parts written above and below
it. He was also known for his motets (sacred, part songs). Along with his
contemporary Binshois (see above) he was part of what historians label the
Burgundian School.

Johannes Ockeghem, Flemish (1430-1495)

Ockeghem's most noted works include 12 masses, 10 motets, and over 20
chansons. He is recognized in music history for being daring enough to have
the basses sing parts which went down to low G and F. Up to this time, com-
posers kept the basses at C or above. He was the maitre de chapelle (chapel
music leader) for the King of France.

Josquin dez Prez, Flemish (1440-1521)
In the 16th century, Swiss theorist Heinrich Glarean declared that no com-
poser would ever surpass Josquin dez Prez. Josquin was most noted for his

Requirements:

Prizes to the best,
second and third best equestrian will be given upon the field by the consorts, and a
new Baronial Equestrian Champion will be selected by the Baron and Baroness.

This competition is for Intermediate and Advanced Authorized Riders... Beginners
may walk the course at the end of the competition provided there is time and they
have an Equestrian Marshal to assist them.

Requirements for each Equestrian for the Joust a Plaisance Tournament:

1. Active membership.

2. Authorization to ride.

3. Proper footwear.

4. A horse.

5. Favor from your consort.

6. Varlet/herald to announce your lineage, porter your weapons, bear water for you
and your horse and help with the tournament where needed.

Requirements for extra points:

1. A horse trapped out in period like caparisons representing your persona.

2. Crested helm for the debut to be put on display for review.

3. Weapons owned or borrowed, for hastiludes (courses using spears and lances),
and drills (mace & sword).

4. Banner, standard, gonfalon or pennon to display during the debut.

5. Varlet to porter your weapons, bear water for you and your horse and help with
the tournament where needed.

6. Herald to announce your lineage in the debut... largess may be distributed at this
time (consider those that are helping in the tiltyard).

Requirements for entry into the Baronial Eq. Championship Tournament
All of the above requirements plus a favor made of baronial colors, worn on your
right arm and visible from the reviewing stand. This identifies you as an entrant.

Schedule for the Tiltyard

9-10:30 AM Warm-up; authorizations, inspection of tack and weapons handling.
11:00 AM Opening ceremonies and the debut.

Lunch Heralds will meet with the scorekeepers, consorts, Baron, Baroness.
1 PM: Tournament begins, continues until the herald cries “lostel a lostel.”
4:30 PM: Begin the strike as the site closes promptly at 5 PM.
