She was elevated to the Order of the Laurel by King
Brion and Queen Anna of Atenvelt in August of 1996 of the common

Renaissance man (or woman), noun. — a person with many talents or interests, especially in
the humanities.

While many people think of Leonardo da Vinci as the quintessential Renaissance Man, there
were numerous others. One such was Leon Battistat Alberti, born in Genoa, the illegitimate
son of a Florentine merchant whose family had been exiled by the republican government of
their home city.

Alberti was an author, poet, linguist, architect, philosopher and eryptographer,
and just about anything else he put his hand to. He studied the classics in Padua and law in
Bologna. He was a superb horseman, highly athletic in his youth, and although not schooled
in music, wrote compositions that were admired by professional musicians. After graduating
with his doctorate in canon law, he took holy orders and worked at the papal curia, as rector
of a parish, and as a papal inspector of monuments and advisor on architecture.

In his books on art Alberti maintained that mathematics was the common ground
between art and science, and that all learning came from nature. He described beauty as “the
harmony of all parts in relation to one another.”

And now Arn Hold seeks her own Renaissance man or woman, who can demon-
strate ability in multiple fields. The competition will take place on November 3 at All Saints
Episcopal Church in Boise, and will accompany the new Baronial Investiture. Come for a day
of pomp and ceremony, of skill and sheer fun, of learning and doing. The winner will re-
ceive a (nominal, I admit) commission for a permanent display piece for future baroral
demos.

REMEMBER: to compete for the title, you must enter all the challenges. The
two challenges to be prepared ahead are: a working model of some piece of period technol-
ogy with explanatory notes and sources; and a presentation, in any style, on the theme of
“Lead into Gold”. Challenges are open to all to try for fun, and a populace choice will be
selected in each.
